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Getting Started:  

The MobileTrek  onboard computer system is designed to assist the driver in data collection 

including trip reports, Odometer readings at state line crossings, time tracking, pre and post trip 

inspections, and FMCSA hours of service monitoring.  The MobileTrek  system complies with 

all FMCSA regulations for electronic devices as outlined in Section 395.15 of the FMCSA 

safety regulations.

MobileTrek:   Used to describe the onboard computer system in the vehicle 

FMCSA:   Federal Motor Carriers Safety Administration 

DOT:    Department of Transportation 

HOS:    Hours of Service 

Sign On:    Identifies a user to the system, does not automatically start the 

   HOS 

Log On:   Identifies the person and begins the HOS monitoring 

Log Off:   Changes HOS duty status but keeps the user signed on to the 

   system. 

Sign Off:   Releases the user from that MobileTrek Device, User will have the 

   option to change the duty status. 

Request Route:  User requesting the system for a new route or a route update. 

Execute Route:  Puts the active (loaded) route on the screen . 

Device Info:   Displays information about the MobileTrek device, and also allows 

   the user to send device information to the network for trouble -

   shooting. 

Employee Number  The number a user is given for identification. 

Password:   A number that is used in conjunction with the Employee number to 

   validate the identification (sign on) process. 

Route:   A sequence of stops or tasks designed by LoadTrek and sent to 

   the MobileTrek device for execution.  The Route is used to calcu-

   late the route based time card 

Start Screen:  The start screen is displayed when no one is signed on 

Home Screen:  The screen that is displayed when the user is signed on and  

   touches the  ñHomeò button.

3. The user is prompted to Log off duty 

If the user wishes to stay on duty select ñStay on dutyò  The system will sign the user off 

this vehicle but continue the DOT log from the last duty status. 

Selection of  ñLog Off Dutyò  signs the user off this vehicle and changes the DOT duty 

status to ñOff Dutyò 

Once the system signs the user off, MobileTrek will re-boot the handheld device, check for 

updates, re-sync its clock and then restart at the Sign on Screen.
